However,osne 20 years later his visiors wavived, and hganed
support frompastors andangregations all over Sweden. Stablento establish
an independent theological institute now chose toopen a Christian High
School (Prastgymrseet) with the specific aim to prepare young men for the
theological univatg education angastoral ministry withithe Church of
Sweden.
